Directions to Indiana Convention Center and RCA Dome
Address: 100 S. Capitol Avenue, Indianapolis, IN 46225

From I-65 (North or South): Exit West Street (Exit 114—This exit is on the North 
side of downtown Indianapolis.) Continue straight off of exit ramp and 
continue for several blocks (5-6 lights). Turn left (East) on Maryland Street.  
Convention Center will be on your right.

From I-70 (East): Exit West Street (Exit 79A), left to Maryland Street.

From I-70 (West): Exit West Street (Exit 79A), right to Maryland Street.

Flying in: Taxis are readily available at the Indianapolis International Airport 
and average $22 one-way downtown or Carey Limousine, a shared limo 
service, is approximately $15 per person. Call 317-241-7100 for reservations.
